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Detailed information for Prohibition of Ragging

In compliance with the directions of the Honorable Supreme Court and
Universities Grants Commission's Regulation on Curbing the Menace of
Ragging in Higher Education Institutions, 2009, the college informs that-

Ragging is totally prohibited on the college campus. Involvement in any act of
ragging by any student will be dealt with disciplinary action which may include
expulsion from the college.

For detailed information regarding ragging kindly visit the UGCC website
www.ugc.ac.in and consult U.G.C. Regulation on Clubing the Menace of
Ragging in Higher Education Institutions, 2009.

Salient features of the Regulation:
Applicability

The aforementioned regulation applies to all universities and higher education
institution and related departments, units and other educational and residential
premises, playgrounds, canteens, campus vicinity or outside it, any public or
private transportation, etc

Objective

The objective of the regulation is to prohibit any conduct of ragging in all
universities and higher educational institutions whether by words spoken or
written or by an act of teasing, treating with rudeness a fresher, or any other
student or indulging in rowdy or any other indisciplinary activities which causes
annoyance, fear, apprehension, hardship or psychological harm etc, in the
fresher/student

What constitutes ragging ?
Ragging constitutes one or more of any of the following acts:

a- Any conduct by any student or students whether by words spoken or written
or by enact which has the effect of teasing, treating or handling with
rudeness fresher or any other student

b- Indulging in rowdy or indiscipline activities by any student or students which
causes or is likely to cause: annoyance, hardship, physical or psychological
harm or to raise fear or apprehension thereof in any fresher or any other
student.

c- Asking any student to do any act which such student will not in the ordinary
course do and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of




shame, or torment or embarrassment so as to adversely affect the physique
or psyche of such fresher or any other student

d- Any act by a senior student that prevents, disrupts or disturbs the regular
academic activity of any other student or a fresher

e- Exploiting the services of a fresher or any other student for completing the
academic tasks assigned to an individual or a group of students.

f-  Any act of financial extortion or forceful expenditure burden put on a fresher
orany other student by students

g- Any act of physical abuse including all variants of it: sexual abuse,
homosexual assaults, stripping, forcing obscene and lewd acts, gestures,
causing bodily harm or any other danger to health or person.

h- Any act or abuse by spoken words, emails, post, public insults which would
also include deriving perverted pleasure, vicarious or sadistic thrill from
actively or passively participating in the discomfiture to fresher or any other
student.

i- Any act that affects the mental health and self-confidence of a fresher or any
other student with or without an intent to derive a sadistic pleasure or
showing off power, authority or superiority by a student over any fresher or
any other student.

Measures taken to curb ragging at the institutional level

Ragging is strictly prohibited on college campus. If a student found indulging or
planning to indulge in act of ragging, she/he shall be punished according to the
UGC regulations and the law of the state.

At the time of the admission the student and the parents/guardian (separately)
shall submit an Undertaking to the college stating that they have read and
understood the UGC Regulations on curbing the menace of ragging, 2009 and
that they are aware of the punishments prescribed under the regulation. The
undertaking should also state that they have never been involved in, punished
or expelled from an institution for ragging.

And that they shall neither directly, nor indirectly participate in or encourage
ragging and will be punished if found guilty and the punishment will not be
restricted only to expulsion. The undertaking shall be submitted at the time of
admission and again in subsequent academic sessions.



The application for admission shall be accompanied by a document in the
form of school leaving certificate/ transfer certificate/migration
certificate/character certificate reporting on the interpersonal/social
behavior of the student so that the institution can keep a watch on her.

The institution will keep a vigil on vulnerable (high-risk) places as well as

students likely to indulge in Ragging.

The institution shall conduct orientation programs to educate students
about the Anti-Ragging Cell.

All students at the time of admission are required to furnish information
regarding their residence and the subsequent change in address.

Apart from the aforementioned, other measures mentioned in UGCC
Regulation 2009 shall be followed.

Administrative action in the event of ragging.-

The institution shall punish a student found guilty of ragging after following
the procedure and in the manner prescribed here in under:

a) The Anti-Ragging Cell or Committee of the institution shall take an
appropriate decision, in regard to punishment or otherwise, depending on
the facts of each incident of ragging and nature and gravity of the incident
of ragging established in the recommendations of the Ant-Ragging Squad.

b) The Anti-Ragging Cell or Committee may, depending on the nature and
gravity of the guilt established by the Anti-Ragging Squad, award to those
found guilty one or more of the following punishments, namely;

l, Suspension from attending classes and academic privileges.
II,  Withholding/ withdrawing scholarship/ fellowship and other benefits.

lll, Debarring from appearing In any test/examination or other evaluation
process.

IV, Withholding results.

V, Debarring from representing the institution in any regional, national or
international meet, tournament, youth festival, etc.

VI, Cancellation of admission.

VII, Rustication from the institution for period ranging from one to four
semesters.

VIII, Expulsion from the institution and consequent debarring from
admission to any other institution, for a specified period.
